Format for the



submission of QER is available in our Website: www.indianspices.com> Marketing>Exporters> Return Submission. In case of no

export/import, a ‘NIL’ report to that effect should be submitted in each quarter.

[2] As per the sampling and container stuffing procedure followed by the Board, it is mandatory on your part to get the export

consignments sampled and tested at Board’s Laboratory as per the requirement given in “Mandatory Test for Export” under “Quality”

in Board’s Website: www.indianspices.com. Exporters are requested to visit the website for latest updates in the list of manadtory

tests.

[3] In case of export of Capsicum annum (Chillies and Chilly products) and Nutmeg  from India to European Union, it is mandatory

to obtain Health Certificate from Spices Board based  on the cleared analytical report from the Spices Board.

[4] Intimation for sampling and stuffing of the consignments will be entertained through online only. For log in & password and for

further details on sampling and stuffing, you may contact nearest Spices Board Regional Office or E-mail the query to

[5] It may also be noted that, as per the terms and conditions of (Registration of Exporters) Regulations, 1989 all the registered

exporters may register their brand name, if they propose to export in consumer packs under brand names. Exporters having their

brands registered with Trade Mark Registry may contact Spices Board for application and guidance.
